LOCAL MOTHER SLAYS FAMILY BEFORE TAKING OWN LIFE[image: image1.png]



The community of Rosebank, Staten Island, is still reeling from the shock of the grisly murders of Adan Clarefield (age 42) and his two children, Scott (age 12) and Marybeth (age 8). Police have confirmed that the killings were carried out by the children's mother, Rosa Clarefield (age 39), whose own death has been ruled a suicide. One of the Clarefield children, six year old, Tyler, survived the attack and in currently reported to be at our Lady of Mercy Hospital in critical condition.
The murders, which took place in the early morning hours of Wednesday, October 6, have shocked both investigators and journalists alike with their cruelty and strangeness.  The medical examiner has confirmed that Mr. Clarefield died due to wounds inflicted with a craft knife which eventually severed his corroded artery. The children faced an even more horrific fate, and while the coroner's office has admitted that it isn't ready to release all of the details, it appears that the boy and girl suffered massive trauma due to being beaten with a number of kitchen implements and that Marybeth and Tyler later suffered third degree skin abrasions and burns due to being attacked with heated steel wool. Mrs. Clarefield herself died from substantial blood loss due to a series of superficial self-inflicted cuts.

Just as shocking as the crime itself is the perpetrator. Mrs. Clarefield, a bartender at the Hopping Frog Pub and Tavern in Rosebank, had no history of violence, and was, according to all neighbors, friends and acquaintances, an extremely loving mother to her three children and an active member of the community, having been instrumental in helping to found the popular “Rosebank Meals on Wheels” organization, which seeks to deliver food to the elderly and disabled in the neighborhood.

“Rosie was the sort of girl who always had a big hug and a bright smile for everybody,” said co-worker Eric Fry, “I can't imagine she'd do such a thing while in her right mind. My heart goes out to everyone involved.”

Forensic psychiatrist Ellen Shaw who is assisting in the police inquiry, agrees that Rosa was likely not legally sane at the time the incident occurred. While her analysis is still in it's preliminary stages, she believes that Mrs. Clarefield suffered a sudden psychotic break, given the disorganized nature of the crime, and the presence of several strange symbols that were drawn on the victims skin in lipstick.

“The behavior exhibited by Mrs. Clarefield is shocking, but it fits a pattern of 'magical thinking' that we see with a lot with perpetrators who unintentionally harm their loved ones, thinking they are somehow 'protecting' them. A lot of the wounds would have initially been superficial, and the scouring of the skin and drawn symbols, while meaningless to those with a psycho-normative mindset, were probably intended as a means of keeping them safe.”

Fry continued to state that, “I don't believe that this sort of violent break from reality was typical of the perpetrator in this case. While late onset schizophrenia might be a potential explanation, the subject's lack of family history and the absence of any escalating behavior is deeply troubling to me as a doctor and a professional. I think this is something that needs to be looked into very closely.”

A candlelit vigil will take place for Tyler as Fresh Kills park this Saturday at 9:00 PM. A funeral service for the rest of the family will take place in 
AUSTRALIA: MYSTERIOUS SHARK APPARENTLY TASERED
Austalian investigators continue to be baffled by the appearance of a dead Pacific sleeper shark which was found in an alleyway near St. George's Terrace in the city of Perth. While Perth is a coastal city, such sharks are non-native to the region, in addition to having little history of human harvesting, making it difficult to attribute the dead animal to traffickers.

The latest twist in an already bizarre case came this past Tuesday when scientists from the Perth Commission for Wildlife confirmed that the shark had died of suffocation after having been rendered unconscious by what appears forensically to have been a taser.

“It's not really the sort of thing you anticipate, for sure. Somebody getting their jollies out of electroshocking non-native sea life to death in the middle of the street.”

Investigators haven't released their conclusions yer, but are continuing to look into the matter.

NEW YORK AUDUBON SOCIETY OFFERS REWARD FOR LIVE OWL CAPTURE
Last April, photographers captured picture of what is currently believed by experts to be a living specimen of the once thought extinct Greater Spotted Snickering Wood Owl. Now, working closely with the New York Game Commission and leading ornithological experts, the New York Audubon Society has raised up a $5,000 reward to be given to registered live capture falconers who can successfully bring one of the majestic birds in for examination 

The last records of the Snickering Owl's existence date back over two centuries ago when it was cataloged in 1764 by colonial scientist Thomas Benchwick. The owl was described as being nearly as large as the Greater Horned Owl, with a mottled pattern of distinctive spots and a characteristic throaty call. 

Scientists had long believed that the owl vanished due to it's habitat being disturbed by Europeans.  Benchwick reports that  the Snickering Owls were exceptionally territorial, and that they would often attack huntsmen who made excessive noise through musket fire, leading to frequent shootings in self defense.

A more detailed description of the owl can be found at the New York Audubon Society's website, along with the live footage of a potential example shot by two amateur enthusiasts. The society cautions that the reward is only available to those with the proper certification for live raptor capture, and explains in detail the necessary credentials on the website.
